INTRAMURAL 3 on 3 VOLLEYBALL RULES 

 
1. ALL PARTICIPANTS MUST BRING THEIR CURRENT WASHBURN PICTURE ID TO PLAY.  

ID checks may be made to verify eligibility of players.  Players without proper ID will not be allowed to 
participate.  Washburn Intramural guidelines concerning eligibility are in effect. 

 
2. Washburn University Intramural Volleyball rules will govern play except for the following modifications. 

 
3. A team will be composed of 3 players, but may play with 2 players. All teams must have a minimum of two 

(2) players registered to their team on IMleauges to take part in the league. Any team failing to have the 
minimum amount of registered players by the registration deadline will not be approved to join the league. 

 
4. A ball that is tipped or dumped over the net must land beyond the 10 foot line unless played by an 

opponent.  The illegal tip or dump must hit the floor to be a violation.  Tips and dumps include any 
overhead play on the ball which involves primarily fingertip contact.  Sets that drift over the net are illegal, 
closed fist tips and open hand “roll shots” are legal. 

 
5. Any player may attack the ball anywhere on the court.  (Exception:  the serve may not be attacked or 

blocked.) 
 

6. Players will call their own violations, including in and out of bounds, illegal hits, net violations, and 
touches on the block.  Opponents may ask if a violation occurred, but may not call the violation.   

 
7. Scoring:  Matches will consist of best 2 out of 3 games to 21 points.  Teams must win by 2 points with a 

cap of 25.  All games will be rally scoring.   
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
