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Saturday Academy 

Saturday Academy is an event held once every month as an academic enrichment component of the 

program. Students are exposed to fun lessons in four different subjects: Chemistry, English, Math, and 

the Spanish language. These subjects are taught by actual high school teachers and the teachers stick 

around for tutoring sessions. The WUB staff also presents developmental workshops, interactive ex-

periments, as well as snacks and free lunch!  

This last Saturday Academy held in October involved a Soda and Mentos chemical reaction. When 

Mentos candy is dropped inside of the soda which contains carbon dioxide, the carbon dioxide mole-

cules attach to it. The tiny pores on a larger surface area of Mentos ultimately speed up the release of 

the gas, which creates bubbles that rise to the surface and push the drink resulting in a blast.
