Annual awards will be given to returning students who are making outstanding contributions beyond the classroom. Examples of such contributions include research/presentation, performance, leadership, competition, community service, and others. Award amounts may vary, but are typically about $500-$1500 each and will be in addition to any other scholarships the student may be given. Normally, the competition will occur after the deadline for other university and departmental scholarships.

• Returning students, with preference given to rising seniors (up to 3 may be nominated)
• Minimum GPA: 3.0
• Certain restrictions may apply, based on the source of the funds

• Nomination is made by an academic department of the College of Arts and Sciences
• Each department may nominate up to three students annually, using the form below.
